Child: Through the atonement, Jesus Christ made it possible for me to live with 
our Heavenly Father again.  
 
Child: Because of Christ’s resurrection, I can repent when I do wrong and be made 
clean and pure.  
 
Child: (share a brief 1 minute talk about how Enos or Alma the Younger was 
blessed because of the Atonement- repentance) 
 
Song: “Did Jesus Really Live Again?” 



Child: Prophets are called by God to testify of Jesus Christ our Savior and 
Redeemer. 
 
Child: God speaks to us through His prophets. 
 
Child: We receive blessings when we follow our prophet. 
 
Child: Our prophet today is President Thomas S. Monson. He has told us that we 
should _________________________________ . 
 
Child: My family has chosen to follow the prophet by ____________.

Child: “We believe in the same organization that existed in the Primitive Church.”  
(Articles of Faith 1:6) 
 
Child: Jesus Christ established his church when he was living on the earth. 
 
Child: Soon after his death, His gospel was taken from the earth. 
 
Child: Many years later, a boy named Joseph Smith prayed and asked God which 
of the many churches were true. Heavenly Father and his son Jesus Christ 
appeared to Joseph. God said that none of the churches had all the truth and that 
he should not join any of them.  
 
Child: Through the Prophet Joseph Smith the Gospel of Jesus Christ was restored 
on earth. 
 
Child: Joseph Smith translated the Book of Mormon by the power of God. 
 
Child: (share brief testimony of the Book of Mormon) 
 
Child: “We believe that the first principles and ordinances of the Gospel are: first, 
Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ; second, Repentance; third, Baptism by immersion 
for the remission of sins; fourth, Laying on of hands for the gift of the Holy Ghost.”  
(Articles of Faith 1:4) 
 
Song: “Faith” 
 
Child: My faith in Jesus Christ is strengthened when I obey. 
 
Child: When I do something wrong, Christ makes it possible for me to repent. 
 



Child: When I am baptized I will make a covenant with God.  
 
Child: I will promise to obey him, and he promises to bless me. 
 
Child: After I am baptized I will be confirmed and I will receive the Holy Ghost.  
 
Child: The Holy Ghost testifies of the truth of all things and teaches that Jesus 
Christ is our Savior.  
 
Child: He is the third member of the Godhead...  
 
Child: He is a spirit without a body of flesh and bones… 
 
Child: The Holy Ghost speaks in a still small voice. 
 
Child: He reveals the truth of all things. 
 
Child: He can guide me and protect me.  
 
Child: He will always be with me when I do what is right.  
 
Child: The Holy Ghost ______________________________.

Child: “For Behold, I am God, and I am a God of Miracles, and I work not among 
the children of men save it be according to their faith.”  (2 Nephi 27:23) 
 
Child: Jesus Christ is a God of Miracles 
 
Child: He can heal the sick and resurrect the dead. 
 
Child: If we have faith we can see the miracles in our own lives.  
 
Child: God knows what we need and he will care for us. 
 
Child: (briefly share one of your favorite miracle that Christ performed) 
 
Child: “If ye love me, keep my commandments.” (John 14:15) 
 
Child: I show love for Jesus Christ when I keep the commandments. 
 
Child: My love for Jesus Christ grows when I pray. 
 
Child: My love for Jesus Christ grows when I study the scriptures. 
 
Child: “Yea, come unto Christ, and be perfected in him.” (Moroni 10:32) 
 
Child: Following the prophet will help me come unto Christ.
